• In the U.S alone. 40% of the food produced goes uneaten, 
and one in eight people go to bed hungry. 
• Food waste is the largest contributor to land fills which 
produce significant quantities of methane gas. It has a 
global warming impact 25x higher than carbon dioxide. 
• Food waste squanders precious resources such as the 
water, land and oil used to create and distribute food.   

Week 1 - Shop smart. Plan meals and make lists.  Check
to see what you already have in your pantry and avoid 
impulse buys. Wait until perishables are all used up 
before buying more. 

Week 2  - Understand expiration dates. Expiration dates 
don’t always have to do with food safety.  They are usu-
ally manufacturers’ suggestions for peak quality. If stored 
properly, most foods stay fresh several days past the 
“use-by” date. If a food looks, smells, and tastes okay, it 
should be fine.
