Good Morning, Good People!

A
t last Sunday’s 9:30 Mass, the Children’s Liturgy 
of the Word catechists and musicians, whose 
zeal for the word of God and recognition of 
their own gifts brought them to the fore, called 

for the children and carried on–even when some of us failed 
to remember their dismissal prior to our fi rst 
reading–thanks be to God!  

 Several children participated in the 
Rite of Welcome at that Mass, marking 
their entrance in to the catechumenate 
and their desire to be fully initiated in 
the church.   And at the noon Mass, 
we had the rare opportunity of seeing 
a young person preparing to join us 
in her First Communion stand and 
profess her faith.  Her commitment to 
continuing her journey with us in the 
Catholic Church brought joy to my 
own heart and reminded me of my high 
school years when I was given the same 
choice and said “Yes!” to God’s invitation.  

 We are so gifted by God!  One of the oft heard greetings 
in the southern U.S. to “How are you?” is “I’m Blessed!”  Isn’t 
it true that God’s love continues to be poured out on us, and 
as we take responsibility for recognizing and bringing those 
gifts to the fore in our work and our families and our rela-
tionships, God is glorifi ed?  

 Our early church, the context of this Sunday’s fi rst read-
ing, was much the same.  Paul and Barnabas travelled around 
and evangelized.  They shared the Good News of Jesus, and 
people chose to become disciples and were baptized – joined 
together in community.  That was where Paul and Barnabas’ 
ministry ended; they moved on to preach in other towns.  
The community together prayed and fasted and called forth 
leaders who would continue to lead and minister among their 
brothers and sisters for the growth and animation of the local 
community in worship and in service.  

 Our Parish Council provides an opportunity for us to 
do the same. For several weeks now, the invitation has gone 
out to nominate one another as Parish Council members. 
Our community is rich in gifted, knowledgeable people from 

a variety of backgrounds and with tremendous skills.  Our 
parish, like any family, organization, or business, has a purpose, 
a product, a service it provides– or perhaps several for the 
broader community.  At the same time, there is an internal life 
that requires care for continued strength, focus, and encour-
agement.   Attending to the values named in our Mission 

Statement, we carry forward the actions that continue 
to build the reign of God in service and worship. Our 

Parish Council helps hold –and hold us to –this vi-
sion of what our parish should do. 

        At the same time, Parish Council members 
give attention to the life of the community – who 
we are, with and for one another.  Parish Coun-
cil members do not serve in isolation.  They are 
present after Mass to receive our comments and 
questions and feedback.  They help us connect with 
activities we may not know about in the parish 

that we might want to participate in.  Many serve in 
specifi c parish ministries and minister in the broader 

community.  They pray with and for the community.  
They discern and discuss parish concerns with 

Fr. Anthony at monthly meetings and work with parish 
staff on many activities.  I believe that this ministry gives glory 
and honor to God.  It is a service of love.  

 To realize how blessed we are, to stand up among our 
brothers and sisters and say we will serve one another inten-
tionally with our skills, our wisdom, our gifts – this gives glory 
to God.  We have witnessed young people standing and saying 
that they are ready to choose us, if we will teach and model 
and pray our faith with them.  And until the time when they 
are fully initiated and ready to stand and serve, its our turn.  
So, ask yourself if you feel called, and if you do, please fi ll out 
one of our Parish Council applications today! 

 As John’s vision in Revelation says, “Behold, God’s 
dwelling is with the human race.   God dwells with us…  
Behold, I make all things new.”  Let us love one another as 
God has loved us.
